Each salt bin has been classified as either a “strategic” or “community” bin – with “strategic” bins being refilled during the winter free of charge, and community bins being refilled on request and paid for by Town and Parish Councils. All the grit bins in East Lulworth are classified as “community” bins and the cost of refilling them will be £57.60.
f) 2019/2020 Section 137 Figure and two updated Legal Topic Notes. The sum for the purpose of section 137(4) (a) of the Local Government Act 1972 for parish and town councils in England for 2018-19 is £8.12.
