19/20/076    Public Participation Period
	It was agreed to spend longer than 15 minutes discussing ways of helping people in the village during this time of crisis. 
a) Cllr Miller explained that she is the Portfolio Holder for Adult Social Care and Health. At the moment they are organising how to transfer people swiftly out of hospital into social care. 
b) All Dorset Council meetings have been suspended, except urgent ones which are conducted over Skype.
c) Lots of communities are working to support volunteers and Dorset Council will provide resources, including information on safety, money and GDPR. 
d) A special coronavirus page on dorsetforyou will be launched on 18th March. 
e) A Community Resilience Team has been set up and will have daily meetings at midday. An email address for this team will be circulated to Parish Clerks and Chairs, who can then submit questions which can be discussed at the daily meetings.
f) If you know of someone who needs help, then contact numbers can be found on the coronavirus page.
g) £1000 has been pledged to food banks and more money will become available. A system of prepaid fuel and food cards will be introduced.
h) The main priority is to find out who will be self-isolating. Questions were raised on how the money would be transferred to pay for shopping. It was agreed that the majority of the volunteers would know the people that they were helping and could therefore use cash or cards. One solution is to use personal cheques to pay the volunteer. All the deliveries would be placed on the doorstep as a social distancing procedure. 
i) It was agreed to have a network of volunteers with Jackie Pursey acting as the main point of contact from Monday to Friday. The Clerk will be used as the emergency contact at weekends. There is also a prescription delivery service organised by Share and Care.
j) A flyer will be distributed to every household within the next 24 hours with the “volunteer hub” phone details. The leaflet will also include a list of local businesses offering a delivery service.
k) One essential element is to be careful with data protection and to not pass on personal details without obtaining their permission.
l) Cllr Miller stressed the importance of vulnerable groups and people over 70, that they should be self-isolating this means they should not be leave their house. It was recommended that if people have a mild case of the coronavirus, then do not call 111 but instead seek advice from the NHS website. 
m) It was advised to check the dorsetforyou website on a daily basis in order to obtain the latest guidance.
n) It was discussed how the Parish Council can engage more with the village. It was agreed that the draft minutes would be published on the website and more advertising will be done to publise the Annual Meeting. It was acknowledged that this year’s meeting is unlikely to take place due to the current restrictions.
o) It was agreed that any urgent Parish Council business will be conducted via conference calling.
