b) DAPTC E-Newsletter - No. 19 November 2019. Dorset Council’s draft Council Plan was approved by Cabinet on Tuesday 1st October. This plan sets out the Council’s proposed priorities for the next four years. They are keen to seek feedback and views from town and parish councils on this draft plan throughout October, November and December.
c) LGA's Guidance on councillor intimidation. This includes advice and guidance around general safety as well as how to deal with intimidating behaviour towards councillors.
d) News release: Panel amends Climate Emergency declaration + EAP update. Friday 22nd November, Dorset Council took the decision to amend its Climate Emergency, so it is now a ‘Climate and Ecological Emergency’ declaration.
e) Allowances for Parish and Town Councillors. Under the Local Authorities (Members’ Allowances) (England) Regulations 2003, parish and town councils may introduce a scheme of allowances for the payment of basic and travel/subsistence allowances to councillors.
f) DAPTC E-Newsletter No. 20 - December 2019. Details include information on the DATPC Conference which will be held on 30th March at Kingston Maurward, and a Carbon Footprinting Toolkit for Town and Parish Councils.
g) Purbeck Grant Request. A grant request from the Purbeck Citizen’s Advice.
h) CE Circular - DAPTC Subscriptions 2020/2021. The committee decided that subscriptions will rise by the current inflation rate for retail price index (RPI) of 2.1 percent to cover the impact of inflation. The subscriptions for East Lulworth will be £82.81.
i)  2020/21 Precept Request. The final precept notification form will need to be returned by 31st January 2019.
