1. Welcome from the Chairman

Mr Graham Hemsley welcomed Karen Iles and all those present to the meeting.

2. Apologies
None.
3. Talk from Karen Iles about ‘Anchor Staying Put’
Karen Iles, a caseworker for Anchor Staying Put, gave a short talk and examples of their work. A newsletter and leaflet about the work and service Anchor Staying Put provide was distributed. Anchor Staying Put do not provide an emergency response, they are a Home Improvement agency.
Anchor Staying Put is a service for those over 50 years of age or with a disability and is not means tested. They provide a free advice service to help people stay in their own home if that is what they want. They can provide advice on housing options should clients not want to continue to live in their own homes. The caseworkers visit customers in their own home. Caseworkers can provide financial assistance to see if the client is eligible for benefits or grants.

If work is needed for home improvements a technical officer can visit and give free advice. The cost of having the home improvements can be provided by grants. These grants usually include the fee (10% of net cost) for Anchor’s assistance with the work that needs doing. Anchor provides support while the work is being undertaken and six months aftercare.
4. Minutes
The minutes of the Meeting held on Thursday 14th May 2009 were circulated prior to the meeting. It was proposed by Mrs Jenny Manuel and seconded by Mrs Fay Nuttall that they represented a true and accurate record of that meeting. The minutes were approved and signed by Mr Graham Hemsley. 
5. Camp Bestival 2010

6. Council Report including Finance by the Chairman
a) Council Report
Mr Graham Hemsley gave a report on the Council activities for the year. The Parish Council hold bi-monthly meetings at the Estate Office. Thanks were given to the Lulworth Estate for making the rooms available for meetings at a nominal cost. 

At the start of each meeting there is an opportunity for public participation of fifteen minutes. The Parish Council received a well researched presentation from three East Stoke residents about the proposed Wind Farm. At this meeting, 11th March, the Parish Council unanimously opposed this application.

‘Camp Bestival’ 
The Parish Council were represented by the Chairman at pre-application meetings for ‘Camp Bestival’ as well as the wash-up meeting. It is a favourable event. At last year’s festival there was late night noise on the Friday evening.
The application for this year was for a number attending between19,999 – 29,999 and it was for a five year licence not annual. There were concerns raised on the licensing application by the Parish Council they felt that it should remain an annual licence until the event had matured. The Parish council wanted the main stage to close earlier than 23.45pm; a compromise was reached on the closing of the main stage at 23.15pm.
The Police had also raised concerns on this event which had been addressed. The Parish Council are still to be involved in annual ‘wash-up’ meetings.
District Cllr Quinn reported that he has referred Licensing to the Overview and Scrutiny Group. A Task and Finish Group will be set up to  review the licensing processes and procedures in place for licensing applications including lessons learnt from previous applications (‘Camp Bestival’). Parish Councils and Stakeholders could have input into the review. The Parish Council is informed of licensing applications even though they are not a statutory consultee. 
Clerk
The clerk is employed as the Clerk for West Lulworth Parish Council and has been appointed as the new Clerk to East Stoke Parish Council.

Congratulations were given to Mrs Julie Wright, Clerk, on passing her certificate in local council administration (CiLCA). Well done Julie.
Volunteer of the Year
Mr Brian Rodgers (‘The Gaffer’) was the nomination for East Lulworth’s Volunteer of the Year for his contribution to local football. 
b) Financial Report
At the end of the financial year, 31st March 2010, the bank reconciliation showed a balance of £1,670.42. 

There is £407.88 remaining from the grant the council received from the parish plan. Monies will be needed from the Parish Council 
A further £800 was needed to pay for a contested election this year (£700 was earmarked from last year’s reserves as part of the full amount of £1,500 for a contested election).There was an increase in the precept this year of £500 this was to ensure funds were available to pay for the Parish Council elections if they were contested. The precept for this year is £3,000. 

Miss Jackie Hopkins has completed the Parish Council’s internal audit for 2010, no issues were reported. The date for electors to view the accounts for this year is 14th June – 9th July 2010 inclusive.
Any surplus funds to be carried forward would be put towards the footpath between East Lulworth and Burngate.
7. Parish Plan
Mr James Weld is to speak to Mr Patrick Durnford about taking on the Parish Plan.
Mr Rothwell has the draft plan but this needs updating. Actions included in this draft have been completed.

8. Comments/questions
The red telephone box has a new door and does not accept coins.

It was reported that water was seeping out of the tarmac (it is an ongoing problem) on the road between the Old Post Office and the War Memorial. Mr Smith and Mr Weld have already spoken to Wessex Water about this issue.
There is a pot hole near the War memorial.
