b) Proposed temporary closure of Winfrith Drove, East Lulworth *(AMENDED DATES). These works are programmed to take place on Wednesday 15 April 2020, between 09.30hrs and 15.30hrs.
c) Statement of Community Involvement for Dorset Council - adopted 28 January 2020. The statement is required by the Planning & Compulsory Purchase Act 2004 (as amended) and sets out how and when Dorset Council will involve the community as part of its planning duties.

The 5G trials will include the Lulworth Estate and a 5G Innovation Hub at the Dorset Innovation Park, Winfrith. The project will start in March 2020 and is due to be completed by end of March 2022.
