b) Deer Signage
                     The Clerk received a response from Highways but nothing can be done at the present time 	as there is currently only anecdotal evidence. 
c) Other road issues
i) The “Welcome to Purbeck” sign which is located to the west of the main entrance has been twisted round. Action: The Clerk to report it on Dorsetforyou. 
ii) The Green at the entrance to Mount Pleasant is deteriorating due to vehicles cutting the corner. It was suggested that white posts could be installed on each corner, but this would need to seek consultation from the Estate. Action: Cllr Barnes to liaise with Estate.
iii) There are pot holes and flooding to the South East of Coombe Keynes. Action: The Clerk to report it on Dorsetforyou.
iv) It was suggested that more speed signs need to be put up and to find out if it is possible to borrow a Speed Indicator Device (S.I.D). Action: The Clerk to investigate.

b)  DAPTC E-Newsletter - No. 19 November 2019. Dorset Council’s draft Council Plan was approved by Cabinet on Tuesday 1st October. This plan sets out the Council’s proposed priorities for the next four years. They are keen to seek feedback and views from town and parish councils on this draft plan throughout October, November and December. Noted.

a) The redirecting of the B3070 round the bypass is still ongoing. West Purbeck Cllr Miller is currently seeking a point of contact with the "Defence Infrastructure Organisation" so that the project can progress. During the interim period Cllr Pinnock offered approach the
Estate with a view to erecting a sign on the western approach to the
village, similar to the east side, directing traffic onto the bypass.
b)  For the next financial year Dorset Council is using £10 million from savings and £10 million from the reserves into social care.
c) The Parish Council has requested that there is another site visit where both the Parish Council and Highways can meet to discuss ongoing issues.
d) Dorset Cllr Miller was thanked for arranging the housing association to do work on a property in the village.
