1. Welcome from the Chairman
Mr Paul Pinnock welcomed all those present to the meeting.

2. Apologies
      No apologies were received.

3. Minutes
The minutes of the Meeting held on Thursday 16th May 2017 were circulated prior to the meeting. The minutes were confirmed as an accurate record of that meeting. The minutes were signed by Mr Paul Pinnock. 
4. Report by the Chairman
Mr Paul Pinnock gave a report on the Parish Council’s activities for the year. Firstly a few thanks to:
i)  	The Weld estate and James Weld for allowing us to use the Terrace Room six times a year.
ii) To District Councillor Barry Quinn and County Councillor Cherry Brooks for attending our meetings and chasing up the Parish Council’s issues
iii) To the Police for their attendance at some of our meetings and liaising with Bestival and Camp Bestival Issues.
iv)  To the Parish Councillors for all their hard work, especially Fay Nuttall, who has resigned after 20 years. The Chairman presented her with a bouquet of flowers.
v) Lastly, to Liz Maidment for her work as clerk.

As usual the Parish Council has met six times this year, once every two months and in between discussing more urgent matters by email.
 
The Parish Council has been trying to take forward the bypass issue with the involvement of both our County and District Councillors. The aim is to establish the B3070 as the main thorough fair. For the project to go forward funding would be required and the DLO (Defence Logistic Organisation) needs to be involved. It was noted that it was particularly busy on Sunday 13th May as there was the Lulworth Castle Motor Show and a cycle race where neither the Parish Council or Estate were informed in advance that it was taking place.

The Parish Council has continued to be represented on the Safety Advisory Group for Bestival and Camp Bestival. Chaired by Purbeck District Council and attended by our District Councillor, the Parish Council, the emergency services, highways and environmental services, the group has evolved into a very effective problem solving forum. During these meetings the Parish Council has highlighted concerns regarding safety, traffic management and noise pollution. All parties must realise the impact the festivals have on the village. There is a new production company called APL who have taken over from Loudsound in the past they have been involved with large festivals such as Glastonbury. The company has been good so far with communication and have distributed information sheets to all residents. A problem this year will be the pedestrian access as the staff camping will be located in the village.

There have been two village gatherings which took the form of two tea parties which were held at Keith Smith’s and the Pinnock’s houses. Two more are planned for this year, including one to be held in either Glebe House or Wintersweet.

A new domain name has been issued for the website and can be found at eastlulworth.com.

The two phone boxes have been adopted by the Parish Council and the telephony will shortly be removed. Matthew Barnes will act as caretaker and will make sure they are maintained. It has been suggested that one should be used as a village library.

Jenny Manuel was thanked for her hard work on the Commemorative Stone project. She organised a very successful sponsored walk which raised over £1000.

5. Brief Presentation on the new Unitary by District Cllr Quinn
a) It has been officially announced that there will be two Unitaries within Dorset and this decision was made by the Secretary Of State on 26th February. A shadow executive has been set up consisting of District and County Councillors and chaired by Rebecca Knox. A Structural Change Order will come into force and will abolish the nine District Councils within Dorset. The Shadow Authority will consist of 178 Councillors and the Executive will be 10 County and 10 District Councillors. Recently, Christchurch has delivered papers to the Secretary of State to challenge the legislation, but it is unlikely that this will succeed.
b) [bookmark: _GoBack]The election will take place in May of next year and will consist of two five year durations which will then be in step with other South West Councils.
c) In terms of boundaries, the report was submitted to the Ministry of Housing, Communities and Local Government on the 15th May. The fallback position would be to have 84 Councillors which would equate to two per division, however a new ward pattern will be done. The preferred option is to have a single Councillor wards and in Purbeck the recommendation is to have 2 in Upton, Wareham and Swanage and to have 4 single wards in the rural areas. The Ward in this area will be split and the name change will need to be approved by the Boundary Commission. There is currently uncertainty as to how the partnerships with Parish Councils and the voluntary sector will work as there will be issues regarding funding.  DAPTC are conducting a survey to find out Parish Council’s opinion on who should operate the council services. As the preferred option by the future unitary is to keep anything that generates income at unitary level and odd pieces of land would be transferred over to Parish Councils.
d) The Joint Area Committee is chaired by Gary Suttle and members include Barry Quinn with Cherry Brooks and Laura Miller acting as substitutes.  
e) It was asked if the Unitary will definitely happen and it was confirmed that it will be. A question also arose as to whether Purbeck will be “swallowed up” but this will depend on who will get elected.
6. Comments/questions
No comments or questions were raised.
