20/21/019   Highways and Footpaths 
a) Bypass update
There was a Community Liaison meeting with the MOD, unfortunately Cllr Pinnock was unable to attend. The Parish Council will need to put in a formal request in order for the project to go forward. It was suggested to ask Cllr Miller for help and to ask if there is a set pro forma. On Item H of the Correspondence Report there is information about grants of up to £5000 available for community organisations for one-off capital projects. The closing date is 31st December and Cllr Manual recommended that the Parish Council should apply.

       It was confirmed that the wrong distance calculated between the Garage and the Estate Office was down to human error.

a)  Correspondence Report - to receive and note the items on the report. Noted.
b)  News: Climate and Ecological Emergency Action Plan published ahead of the Cabinet meeting. The eight key areas for action to ensure that the Council’s services
 and estate become carbon neutral (i.e. they save more carbon than they produce) by    2040, and across the whole Dorset Council area by 2050. Noted.
c) Winter Season 2020/21 - Dorset Highways - Salt bins & Dumpy bags. All community bins that are emptied over the winter season after the initial fill will be charged as per last year, if a refill is needed. Noted.
d) DAPTC 2020 AGM - Important Information. The Executive Committee of DAPTC has taken the decision to stage our 2020 AGM on Saturday 14th November online via zoom. Noted.
e) Local Government Meeting - Commander ARMCEN. A meeting at HQ ARMCEN on Mon 26 Oct commencing at 14.30. Noted.
f) Proposed temporary closure of C48 at Kimberts End, Coombe Keynes. . The closure has been requested to allow BT Openreach to carry out overhead structural work. These works are programmed to take place between 09.30hrs and 15.30hrs on Thursday 05 November 2020. 
The rural fibre update is progressing well. A large mast has gone up and several more will be installed in the camp.
g) Temporary closure of the B3070, East Lulworth for a Remembrance Service. The closure took place between 08:15 to 09:30 on Sunday 8th November. Noted.
h) Household Recycling Centres across Dorset to remain open during lockdown. Latest   government guidance puts strong restrictions on travel to help reduce non-essential journeys.  Therefore, householders should only take waste to an HRC if it cannot be stored safely at home and no alternative disposal options are available. Noted.
i) Dorset Council Town & Parish Precept Requests 2021/22. The deadline for submitting a precept request is 31 January 2021. Noted.

b)    To receive the second quarter budget report
      The second quarter budget report was noted and £1067.52 had been spent in the first half of the financial year.
c)   To note the second quarter bank reconciliation.
      The cashbook and bank reconciliation were circulated with the papers for this meeting. The Receipts and Payments cashbook balance of £12179.72 agreed with the reconciled bank balance as at 30th September 2020 and was duly signed. It was noted that the insurance payment will be included in the third quarter as the cheque was issued on 29th September.
20/21/025  Unitary Councillor Report
a)  Cllr Pinnock attended the Durdle Door Traffic Meeting, organised by members of the Winfrith Parish Council. He gave his personal view of the proposals, but Cllr Pinnock didn’t speak on behalf of the Parish Council. The plan that was discussed would involve a substantial highway infrastructure project, which would cost millions of pounds. Cllr Weld stated the following information:-
i) The main pressure was during May after the government relaxed some of the lock-down rules permitting people to travel anywhere.
ii) The largest number of visitors at Durdle Door through the year was in May at a little under 7,000, not the 9,000 reported in the media; this is not the highest number of visitors we have had at Durdle Door in one day, which was over 8,000 in April 2019. Although the total for May at Durdle Door was 16% higher than the previous year, the total numbers visiting Lulworth during that month were 37% less than in 2019.
iii) Overall to the end of October numbers visiting Durdle Door were 7% down this year and to Lulworth overall 29% down on those in 2019.
iv) The actual numbers are clearly very different to local perception. I would suggest that much of the disruption in traffic flows was caused by the need to limit numbers on the beaches in response to the pandemic, a decision rightly taken by Dorset Council who decided that this could only be achieved by closing the roads. The suggestions being put forward by the Parishes to open alternative routes is not financially viable and would not necessarily improve this situation, particularly if the roads had to be closed again.
v) We are working with Dorset Council to improve traffic flows further, but if there is a continuing need to restrict numbers during 2021 because of the pandemic, there is unlikely to be an alternative to closing roads, which will again result in blockages on the highways.
vi) It should also be noted that this was not a problem exclusive to Lulworth and was occurring throughout the Dorset and Bournemouth coasts at that time. 
b) The December Monthly report was received via email and included details on how to propose a 20mph speed limit and climate change.
c) [bookmark: _GoBack]The Local Plan currently has a consultation about ‘composite schedule of proposed Main Modifications’. It runs from Friday 13th November 2020 and Friday 8th January with paper copies available. If anyone is struggling with completing it, please can they contact Cllr Miller.
d) There is significant pressure on services due to Covid, along with the normal winter flu season. Systems are being organised on how to transfer people out of hospital. Another problem that has arising is there are difficulties in recruiting people to the care profession.
e)  Dorset residents are being asked for their views on a new parking permit. The permits would provide a cash-free way to park in Dorset Council-owned car parks around the county.
